Interesting account of the grafting, nurturing and harvesting of Tahitian cultured black pearls. Production has risen from 
one kilo in 1972 to eight tons in 1998. Pearls are sold mainly to Japan: shells from sick or discarded oysters are sold to 
Korea for button making. 

Technical Aspects 

Liu, Robert K. 2000. 'Comparisons of ancient faience ornaments' , Ornament 23/3: 56-61. 
Robert Liu has produced the first of two articles on faience; his examples come from ancient Egypt, Chad, Mali, Syria, 
Afghanistan, Crimea, the Indus Valley, and China, with a question mark attached to faience of European origin. The 
bibliography is extensive. 

Reese, David S. 1999. 'The pierced calcarenite disk'. In A H. Simmons, Fauna/ extinction in an island society: 
pygmy hippopotamus hunters of Cyprus (New York: Kluwer Academic/Plenum): 151f. 

Neolithic stone disc, 105mm diameter, 7mm thick, with bevelled 4.75 mm central perforation. Various uses have been 
suggested for such discs but this author suggests they were platforms for stone and shell bead making, the central hole 
serving to hold the piece being worked on. (See an earlier entry from the same publication under Europe).
